Friends, 

    Earlier this week, I stopped at the Tacoma Police substation on 
Northshore Parkway.  I have been driving past it every day since we moved 
here, and I thought, òI should go in and introduce myself so these police 
officers know they can call me if they need a pastor!ó  I went inside and 
met a delightful volunteer who told me, over the next half hour, his history 
with the church, the service of his family (which included two Catholic 
priests for brothers), and why he no longer practices any form of religion 
(except the òHail Maryõsó that he sheepishly admitted to reciting every 
night before bed).  
    This volunteer knew very little about the United Methodist Church and 
had lots of questions for me.  It got me to thinking, òI wonder how many of 
our own church members even really know about the UMC and whatõs 
distinctive and wonderful about our church.ó  But most of the questions this 
volunteer asked had to do with his own defensiveness about the Christian 
faith, because he had been wounded by the church in some 
way.  Unfortunately, he is not alone.  
    This is the basis for the series that will begin on September 12, our Fall 
Kick-Off Sunday.  The title of the series is, òWhen Christians Get It Wrong,ó 
and weõll explore some of the more painful things that have been done in 
the name of Christ, how to heal the broken relationships Christians have 
caused (often with the best of intentions!), and how to move forward as the 
hands and feet of Christ in the world.  Itõs a great time for you to invite 
friends and neighbors to church ð especially if they are defensive about the 
Christian faith or have been wounded by the church at some point in their 
lives.  It may be a tough subject, but Iõm excited to dive in with you! 
    This week in worship will be our first òAsk the Pastoró Sunday.  If youõre 
quick, you can still email a question if you have one.  Iõll respond to as many 
as I can during the sermon time, and weõll also sing some favorite hymns 
and hear wonderful special music.  I hope to see you on Sunday!
