Sunday School Kick Off  and  
Ice Cream Social September 12  

The dramatic flooding in Pakistan shows us that suffering knows no bounds. After 
three weeks of torrential downpours that have gone far beyond the usual monsoon 
rains, rivers have swelled to submerge more than 60,000 square miles (the area of 
Washington state is 68,000 square miles). 

 
The Rev. Cynthia Fierro Harvey, United 
Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) head, 
underscored the urgency of supporting the 
survivors. òThis crisis is of major proportions,ó 
she said. òSurvivors need food, clean water, 
medical care, and shelter now, as they seek to 
stave off waterborne and infectious diseases.ó 
 

The United Nations estimates that the number of people affected by the crisis is 
comparable to the combined toll of the 2010 Haiti earthquake, the 2004 Indian 
Ocean tsunami, and the 2005 earthquake in Pakistan Kashmir.  
 
Donations following the Jan. 12 earthquake that rocked Haiti is not being repeated 
for the people of Pakistan fighting for survival in the wake of massive floods, 
however. "We are in need of donations to deal with a desperate situation," said 
David Sadoo, an UMCOR executive. "The scope of the disaster is immense. But this 
isn't registering yet in the United States."
